Transport – Because the playing hall is situated rather far from the train and bus station in Tábor, the organizer can provide transport by a passenger car for an acceptable price after the agreement in the case of time pressure in the first day of the tournament. Alternatively, the public transport (MHD) is possible to use (bus station is situated 50 m from playing hall) and the train station Plana is also close and some long distance buses have a stop directly in front of the playing hall.
